Questions & Answers
1. Why is there a need to change the uniform?

St Mary’s has a new vision: “to be a centre of excellence for the development of women leaders.”   The school’s uniform needs to reflect this new vision.  We want girls to come to school feeling prepared to give of their best in every aspect of their school life.  We also want them to be proud and confident that, in wearing this new uniform, they are representing the best school in Worcester.  And of course,  we want the rest of the world to see that a St Mary’s girl means business – She is confident, articulate, intellectually curious, creative, passionate, caring and above all a good leader.

2. Why change from brown to black, beige and red?

We believe these new colours reflect our past (beige) whilst also heralding a new future (black and burgundy).  

Burgundy and beige are the more predominant colours in the Prep Dept. Then as girls move up into the senior school, especially in years 9, 10 and 11, and they prepare themselves for the world of work, black becomes more dominant.

3. When will the new school uniform be introduced?

The new school uniform will be introduced from September 2011.

4. Will all pupils have to wear it in September 2011?

All pupils joining the school from September 2011 will be required to purchase the new uniform and it will be compulsory for all pupils from September 2012.

However, we recognise that there will be some overlap for existing pupils. There may be pupils in year 11 who may not wish to purchase uniform for their final GSCE year.  Equally there may be pupils in year 7 who have only just purchased the old uniform and a year will allow this existing uniform to be fully utilised and worn out!

5. When will the new uniform be ready to buy?

The new uniform will be available to purchase form the School uniform shop from late June.

6. How long will the current school uniform be on sale?

From Easter 2011, the current school uniform may be purchased at a discounted rate (up to 50% on some items).  It will be withdrawn from sale in December 2011.
